VARIABILITY:

Daily variability is usually from 0.0 to 0.5 oC and up to 1.0 oC during the heating and cooling season.  Data are reported to the nearest 0.5 oC.

BIAS: 

There are no record comparisons to indicate a general bias or not, however, because the record is always more positive by about 0.1-0.3oC than that collected at Wauna and Bradwood, it may be biased slightly.  The river cross section is very large at this location.

MONITORING SITE REPRESENTATIVE OF CROSS SECTION:

Part of the USGS protocol was to insure the data were representative of the cross section.
GENERAL COMMENTS:

Possible slight positive bias (est. 0.1-0.3oC) of entire record. Daily mean values can be estimated by averaging the minimum and maximum values where the daily mean values are not available.
