VARIABILITY:

Daily variability is usually from 0.0 to 0.5oC and up to 1.0oC during the heating and cooling season. From 1967-69, the data were rounded to the nearest degree Fahrenheit and because of this, they are stepped.

BIAS: 

Because of the stepped nature of the record, it is difficult to assess any bias for this record.

MONITORING SITE REPRESENTATIVE OF CROSS SECTION:

Part of the USGS protocol was to insure the data were representative of the cross section.  The Pacific States Marine Fishers Council obtained data from the National Marine Fisheries Service in this area that showed temperatures in 1972 were cooler on the right bank (Washington side) than in the center of the river by 0.0 to 0.8oC.

GENERAL COMMENTS:

The record seems not to have any bias, but there may be some bias because cross section temperature data show colder temperatures on the Washington side of the river. Daily mean values can be estimated by averaging the minimum and maximum values where the daily mean values are not available.
