VARIABILITY:

Part of the USGS protocol was to insure the data were representative of the cross section.

GENERAL COMMENTS:

Daily mean values can be estimated by averaging the minimum and maximum values when the daily mean values are not available. This record looks precise and representative of the mid Columbia River channel.
