VARIABILITY:

Daily variability is usually from 1-2.0oC and up to 4.0oC during the heating and cooling season. Day-to day variability of the mean can also be high; usually from 0-3oC. Data are reported to the nearest 0.5oC. There are no comparable records east of the Cascade Range  because variability is moderated by groundwater, snowmelt, and glacier inflows.

BIAS: Unable to determine because no comparable record in the area.  Average temperatures are lower than other eastern Oregon streams because of groundwater, snowmelt, and glacier inflows.
MONITORING SITE REPRESENTATIVE OF CROSS SECTION:

Part of the USGS protocol was to insure the data were representative of the cross section. 

GENERAL COMMENTS:

The record appears to be good. Daily mean values can be estimated by averaging the minimum and maximum values where the daily mean values are not available.
