VARIABILITY:

Daily variability is between 0.1 and 1.5oC most of the time; it increased to greater than 1.5oC during the periods of changing releases from the dam, however, in August 1993 the data noted look suspicious.

BIAS:

Unable to determine bias because there are no comparable temperature records.  Temperatures are usually 5-10oC cooler than the mainstem and the Clearwater River at Orofino.

REPRESENTATIVE OF CROSS SECTION:

Unable to determine.

GENERAL COMMENTS:

The record is generally collected seasonally from April to September. The reservoir release temperatures are much colder than the Snake River main stem temperatures.
