VARIABILITY:

Data were not available to make a daily variability assessment. Day-to-day variability of the mean temperature is high, reaching 1-2oC several times in the year.

BIAS:

Negative values and outlyers have been removed. Temperatures are comparable in magnitude with the Imnaha River, except May-August, when they can be 2-3oC higher at times. The Clearwater River is usually 1-4oC cooler through most of the year.

MONITORING SITE REPRESENTATIVE OF CROSS SECTION:

No assessment has been made.

GENERAL COMMENTS:
