VARIABILITY:

Variability is between 0.1 and 0.4oC most of the time. This record is much less variable than the forebay record.

BIAS:

The record appears to be unbiased.

REPRESENTATIVE OF CROSS SECTION:

This record appears representative of the river temperature cross section. It does not have the problem of the forebay where temperatures are often 1-2oC higher. Generally the bias between this record and the Gas Abatement Study data in May through August 1996 and 97 is between -0.5 and +0.5 oC.  This record should be preferable to the Forebay record during the June through September months

GENERAL COMMENTS:

The record is short and collected seasonally from March to September. It is a good record estimated to be within +0.5oC of the mean for the cross section.
