VARIABILITY:

Daily variability about the daily mean is between 0.1 and 0.4 oC most of the time.   

BIAS: The KLAW record appears to be biased high .3 to .5oC relative to the cross section of the Columbia River during July and August 1995, and July 1996.  There was no apparent bias in the July 97 comparative record.  This bias is potentially present during the June through September time period.  

REPRESENTATIVE OF CROSS SECTION: 

The record appears to be biased high 0.3 to 0.5oC relative to the cross section of the Columbia River during July and August 1995, and July 1996.  There was no apparent bias in the July 97 comparative record

GENERAL COMMENTS:

This record is estimated to be biased high during the June through September period and the daily mean values to be within 0.5 oC of maximum and minimum values recorded.
