VARIABILITY:

Daily variability is between 0.1 and 0.5oC most of the time; it increased some of the time up to 1.5oC during the months of July through September due to regulation from Dworshak Dam. 

BIAS: Record appeared to be biased high 1.0 to 1.5oC during June 1995 cross sectional measurements and biased low 0.2oC to May 1996 Gas Assessment Study data. With respect to the LGSW record, the LMNW record is biased high 0.2-1.5oC high in 1995 and 0.2-2.5oC low in 1996.

REPRESENTATIVE OF CROSS SECTION:

The river cross section appears to be mixed within 0.2oC and the record representative of the river except for biased conditions.

GENERAL COMMENTS:

The record is generally collected seasonally from April to September. The measuring section should be representative but the record has significant instrument bias. This record is identical to the LGNW record.
