BIAS:

Data from 1985-90 stair-step and appear to be in error for much of the time.

MONITORING SITE REPRESENTATIVE OF CROSS SECTION:

Comparison of data made available by Pacific States Marine Fisheries Council collected in 1966, 71, and 72 at the forebay spillway and mid channel showed no bias for either site; minimum, median, and maximum variability within the cross section was 0.0, 0.2, and 0.8oC.

GENERAL COMMENTS:

This record is one of the better records in the mid-Columbia River reach. There are no records for comparison prior to 1959. The data seems good from 1993-97, however data from Aug 22, 1991 to Nov 10, 1991 are suspect.  Data are collected at a depth of 15 feet in the forebay near the turbine intake.
