VARIABILITY:

1984-90, 96-97 data -- Variability is less than 0.5 oC most of the time.  During the summer season, when there is regulation upstream and variable heating from the sum, the variation within a day can be as high as 1.0 oC.  

BIAS:

Records with values  > 2 times adjacent values have been removed. Record appears to be good and to have no bias except for the year 1997 when there appears to be as much as –2.0oC.

REPRESENTATIVE OF CROSS SECTION:

Comparison of data made available by Pacific States Marine Fisheries Council collected in 1966, 71, and 72 at the forebay spillway and mid channel showed no bias for either site; minimum, median, and maximum variability within the cross section was 0.0, 0.2, and 0.8oC.

GENERAL COMMENTS: In general, temperatures are slightly cooler, sometimes as much as 0.5oC from scroll case temperatures. Temperatures are recorded at a minimum depth of 10 feet.
