VARIABILITY:

Unable to determine magnitude of daily variability. The instantaneous am and pm data collected on the Umatilla River has a large day-to-day variability of about 0-8oC. Day-to day variability of the mean am-pm readings is much lower; usually from 0-2oC. Data is reported to the nearest 0.5oC. 

BIAS:

Unable to determine because no comparable continuous record for these time periods is available.

MONITORING SITE REPRESENTATIVE OF CROSS SECTION:

Part of the USGS protocol was to insure the data were representative of the cross section.

GENERAL COMMENTS: 

Temperature data were collected on an instantaneous basis and thus have a high variability. Daily mean values can be approximated by averaging the am and pm values.
