VARIABILITY:

Daily variability is not definable. Day-to day variability of the mean can be high; usually from 0-5oC.  Data are reported to the nearest 0.5oC. The temperature record for Willow Creek has some similarity to the John Day River but it has a greater day-to-day and daily variability. The instantaneous data collected on Willow Creek has a large day-to-day variability. Daily instantaneous readings do not reflect a mean temperature and are subject to the time of day they are taken. Consequently, they can be much higher or lower than the mean.

BIAS: Unable to determine because no comparable record in the area; however, the entire data collection period should be viewed with suspicion. In general Willow Creek runs at about the same temperature level as the John Day River. When records can be compared, the temperature record for Willow Creek is slightly warmer by about 0-2oC throughout the year.

MONITORING SITE REPRESENTATIVE OF CROSS SECTION:

Part of the USGS protocol was to insure the data were representative of the cross section. 

GENERAL COMMENTS: 

Temperature data were collected on an instantaneous basis and thus have a high variability. These records are not as good as maximum, minimum data.
