VARIABILITY:

Daily variability is usually about 1oC, but can be as high at 2oC during the heating and cooling seasons.  Day-to-day variability  is moderate ranging between 0-2oC. Data is reported to the nearest 0.5oC.

BIAS:

Unable to determine because no comparable continuous record for these time periods is available. Temperatures are about 5oC cooler then those in the Deschutes River throughout the period of record.

MONITORING SITE REPRESENTATIVE OF CROSS SECTION:

Part of the USGS protocol was to insure the data were representative of the cross section.

GENERAL COMMENTS:

The record appears to be good. Daily mean values can be estimated by averaging the maximum and minimum values where the daily mean values are not available.
