VARIABILITY:

BIAS:

MONITORING SITE REPRESENTATIVE OF CROSS SECTION:

Part of the USGS protocol was to insure the data were representative of the cross section.

GENERAL COMMENTS:

Record is warmer than the Columbia River from February through July, and cooler from September through January.
