westslope_rte.* Region wide stream route shapefile. There are 6 files associated with the Arcview  polylinem route shapefile. Included are a projection,  html and xml metadata files.

Mapping the WSCT data in Arcview.

3 tables can be mapped from the Access database as GIS dynamic segmentation event themes.  The tables are; Barrier- point events,  Fishpres-line events and Historical-line events.

These tables and the route shapefile use the LLID field as the route key field and the begmeas and endmeas fields are the “from” and “to” measures.  For point events only the begmeas field is used.

Steps to make an route event theme in Arcview:

· Add the Westslope_rte.shp to an Arcview View.

· Add one of the 3 tables from the database to Arcview.  Use either the Project_SQL Connect menu to connect directly to the database or export the tables out as dbf files and add to Arcview.

· From the View, select View_Add Event Theme menu.

· Switch dialog the Dyn Seg button (right button)

· Select points or lines based which of the 3 tables you want to map. Select LLID field as the route keys and measure fields.  (See example below for FishPres) For barriers, use point event theme and just use the begmeas field.  Click OK and the event theme is added to the View.
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
