VARIABILITY:

Daily variability about the daily mean is usually between .2 and 1.0 but can be over 2.0 oC.  When the variability is greater than about 0.7 oC, it is likely that it is the result of high values that may not be representative of the cross section and may result in a daily mean value being biased high.

BIAS:

When there is high hourly variability, it can result in variable daily means and/or daily mean values biased high by 1.0 oC or more. Data appears relatively unbiased except as noted.

REPRESENTATIVE OF CROSS SECTION:

Not known.

GENERAL COMMENTS: 

The record is generally collected seasonally from March or April to September. Record correlation with tailrace data (which is very short) show the forebay record to be relatively unbiased most of the time.
