The Canadian IBIS species list was reviewed and appended by Chris Steeger and Marlene Machmer of Pandion Consulting
Services (    http://habitat.cbt.org/    )
With regard to organizations such as the Montana Natural Heritage Program that maintains lists of species of concern and
threatened and endangered species, IBIS only made sure that the names they used were standard.  They did incorporate the
species listing status from these organizations within the database.

Much of our work with IBIS has been done at the province level and so includes the U.S. and
Canadian portions of both the Flathead and Kootenai Subbasins. In the course of our analysis, we
discovered there were differences between the species lists for Canada, the Flathead, and the
Kootenai. We then tried to understand why there were differences and how they might affect our
analysis. We learned that there are some real differences in species composition between the
U.S. and Canada and there are also errors in the database that account for differences. After
careful examination of those differences and consutation with IBIS staff we decided that the
differences were not significant for the kind of trend analysis we were conducting. (The
differences are not clustered within a particular key ecological function or in a particular biome,
and because we are concerned with determining trends rather than absolute differences between
biomes with regard to species composition and related ecological impacts, it is unlikely that the
discrepancies in the dataset are significant.) Further, IBIS personnel in the U.S. and Canada felt
that the Canada database was probably the best list of species to use that was available at the
moment for any detail work beyond what was already provided using the IBIS-USA website.
