Wartime demand for canned seafood
spurred the expansion of salmon,
sardine and tuna canneries along the
U.S. West Coast
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Scientists now rate the earthquake as
a 7.9 magnitude event and estimate
3,000 perished in the quake, its
aftershocks and the subsequent fire.
