Brief Reason for the Submission:
This submission includes ODFW’s FishDist and Barrier tables that are associated with the recently submitted mixed scale hydrography dataset for the Columbia basin portion of Oregon.
Direction:
This data submission has 2 parts:

1) FishDist table. Ties to the mixed scale hydrography dataset for the Columbia basin portion of Oregon. The measures are both in kilometers (Meas field) and feet (Beg_Ft field).  The msh dataset has it’s route measures still in kilometers. 5840 records
2) Barrier table.  This table is similar to the one above in that it relates to the Columbia basin portion of Oregon and maps to the recently submitted mixed scale hydrography dataset.  The DamID and HatchID fields are currently uppopulated and an update will be made to fill these gaps soon.  5317 records
Documentation:
A separate barrier reference ID is provided where the passage information was derived from a different source than the original record.
Notes Regarding Future Data Exchange:
An updated submission will be made to fill the gaps in the DamID and HatchID fields.
Other Comments:

Coordination will be required between regional and ODFW staff, and possibly staff from other states, to integrate the Oregon msh data with the regional dataset including associated data, especially in the border areas.
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
